WHEREAS Health Care Assistants work in a variety of settings including acute care, residential care, home and
community care including independent living and assisted living, and

WHEREAS Health Care Assistants have demonstrated to be an indispensable component in the safety and -quality of
personal care for patients, clients and residents, and

WHEREAS the demand for Health Care Assistants is ever increasing with the aging of the population and the continual
growth of health care services, and

WHEREAS the Government of British Columbia wishes to join with the residents across the Province in recognizing
Health Care Assistants, and '

WHEREAS Our Lieutenant Governor, by and with the advice and consent of the Executive Council, has been pleased to
enact Order in Council 903 on October 11, 2002; '

NOW KNOW YE THAT We do by these presents proclaim and declare that October 18, 2011, shall be known as
“Health Care Assistant Day”
